PROFESSIONAL EXPERIENCE
For nearly 40 years, doctor Labrecque carried on an active academic career in Family Medicine and Maternal and Child Health Care. He detains a strong expertise as a clinician (obstetrical and pediatric care, and family planning), a teacher, and a researcher. In 2014, Dr Labrecque was awarded the title of Researcher of the Year of the College of Family of Canada. Furthermore, in 2015, he was recognized as one of the 20 pioneers of Family Medicine Research in Canada for his outstanding work on male sterilisation. 

He was the first Canadian physicians to practice the No-scalpel Vasectomy, performing more than 43 000 such procedures and providing hands-on training to physicians from all over the world since 1992. In November 2019, he received the World Vasectomy Day (WVD) Lifetime Achievement Award at the Second WVD International Symposia on Vasectomy in Bogota Colombia.
